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FLEA MARKET TO BE OUTSIDE ONLY IN JUNE
FAIRGROUNDS EXPECTS DELAYS DUE TO CONSTRUCTION FOR FLEA MARKET CUSTOMER ACCESS

NASHVILLE, TN (June 15, 2021) After a 14-month hiatus due to the Covid-19 pandemic, The Nashville
Flea Market successfully returned to the Nashville Fairgrounds in May for an outside only market. The
market will be June 26 and June 27. Fairgrounds staff again expects some traffic congestion, especially
during the peak hours of 10am to noon on both days due to site work for the new MLS stadium and
interstate work on 165 at Wedgewood Avenue.

“It was great to get back to our monthly tradition of the flea market,” said Executive Director Laura
Womack. “May was a success and we hope to have an even better market this month. We again ask for
patience as we navigate around construction.”

Parking will begin in the lots at Wedgewood and Raines. There will also be parking inside the speedway
and in Fair Park. Event times will be Saturday, 8am-6pm and Sunday 8am-4pm. The market will be scaled
down from its original three day to now only two days. Additionally, the market will be an outdoor only
event.

The monthly market is a 52-year Nashville tradition. Vendors sell a wide range of items. Over 500,000 customers
frequent the market. The Nashville Flea Market is open for shopping on the fourth weekend of every month. Every
December, the Nashville Flea Market falls on the third weekend of the month due to the Christmas Holiday. Regular
hours for the Flea Market Office are Monday-Friday 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.
